Do you need rental or mortgage assistance because you have been impacted by COVID-19?

The Community Services Block Grant (CSBG) is a federally funded program that may be able to help you with rent/mortgage,
utilities, medication, transportation, work supplies and educational assistance. Administered by the Florida Department of
Economic Opportunity (DEO), CSBG allocates funding directly to a network of community action agencies that can assist you
with various services to help provide you with economic security and stability during these uncertain times.
